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PD Conference – 13 June 2008
Introduction

A joint event between Scottish Personality Disorder Network and The Forensic Network, this was a very successful well supported event. 

Due to very high demand delegate spaces increased from 150 to 350. The event was free to delegates and was paid for by The Scottish Personality Disorder Network. The Forensic Network provided organizational support by way of contribution. 

Event Details

A full day event at The Crowne Plaza Hotel in Glasgow on Friday 13 June. The event featured 9 speakers. A copy of the programme is attached for information. 

Delegates

359 booked places and 264 attended. The audience was multidisciplinary with strong representation from psychiatry, social work, psychology, nursing, CJSW, Health, CJ, Police, Prisons and private sector.

Evaluation

171 evaluation forms were returned. The overall evaluation featured most comments in the good or very good section of the scale. There was only one ‘poor comment’ relating to relevance of needs.
